of sending this tree into a mortality
spiral.l favour the’ alternative paving
line’ shown.

The tree immediately behind the
proposed shelter, shown retained, is
a fairly low spreading specimen. If it
were crown lifted sufficiently to get
a shelter underneath, there wouldn’t
be anything left worth keeping.

Ryton Pools Country

Park

It has been another busy summer at
Ryton Pools Country Park.

The summer term was a marathon
for Jenny, our Education Ranger, as
school groups were booked in every
day ! Holiday activities and events
have also been well attended.

It's not only the staff who have been
busy though. The swans on Ryton
Pool had a hectic summer rearing
an impressive six out of seven
cygnets. The young are now in the
process of learning to fly and will
soon attain full independence.
Sadly, it hasn’t all been good news
on the swan front. A well meaning,
but misguided visitor released an
adult and a juvenile onto Ryton Pool
thinking they would be entering a
happy new home. Unfortunately, the

opposite was true. The resident
swans, having young of their own,
are extremely territorial and forced
the newcomers off the water.

On a happier note we have installed
two owl boxes in the park. The open
meadows and rough grassland is
ideal hunting territory for barn owls,
but we lack suitable nest sites. With
any luck these new des-res boxes
will provide that, but it is likely to be
a couple of years before we see any
activity. The boxes have been
funded by Southam Women’s
Institute.

Both Ryton Wood and the Country
Park are notable for butterflies.
However, with simple management
of some of the right sites we hope to
improve the situation for one rare
species in particular. The Wood
White butterfly is resident in Ryton
Wood. By sowing the seeds of
greater birdsfoot trefoil (the plant it
lays its eggs on) we hope fto
encourage it to venture into the
park. This is part of a larger initiative
called the Princethorpe Woodlands
Project chaired by Warwickshire
Wildlife Trust.

The aim of the project is to develop
ways of encouraging the spread of
wildlife between the fragmented
ancient  woodlands in the
Princethorpe area.

At the end of September we said
goodbye to Matt, our summer
Seasonal Ranger. He has since
started a 1 year contract as a ranger
in a Farm Park in Essex. Matt
was an enthusiastic and capable
member of our team and we wish
him every success in his new job.

Join the Fight
against Crime

Crimestoppers operates across the
UK to help identify, prevent, solve
and reduce crime. This is primarily
achieved through the freephone
number 0800 555 111. Members of
the community can call this number
anonymously with information
about crime and criminal activity. No
details are taken of the caller’s
identity, the calls are not recorded or
traced, the caller does not need to
provide a statement or have to go to
court. Crimestoppers are interested
in what the caller knows, not who
they are. Rewards of up to £1,000
are available and are paid without
compromising a caller’s anonymity.
It's a simple, secure service that
allows the police to be put in the
picture, without anyone knowing
who provided the information.

Crimestoppers was set up in the UK
in 1988 to break the wall of silence
that surrounds most crime and that

criminals exploit to avoid arrest. The
telephone number has provided a
lifeline to people who have
information that they want to share
but feel at risk from retribution.

The idea initially started in New
Mexico, USA following a fatal petrol
station robbery in 1976. The
detective knew the offenders were
from the local community but with
the reputation of the killers, no one
was talking to the police. Within a
week of advertising an anonymous
service, sufficient evidence was
passed to lead to the arrest of the
offenders and their subsequent
conviction.

There are now nearly 1000
Crimestoppers schemes worldwide.
The UK scheme operates on a
regional basis, Warwickshire having
its own Board. The Warwickshire
Crimestoppers Board is made up of

volunteers from the community who
have a wide variety of skills and
backgrounds.

The Board is responsible for
spreading the message and
promoting Crimestoppers within the
area i.e. to ensure the CS phone
rings and to raise funds to pay for
rewards and make the Board
financially self reliant.

Calls to the freephone number are
taken at a call centre located within
the county. This ensures local
knowledge can be used by the
call handlers to gain the best
information from the callers.

Information received is then passed
onto the police, after removing from
the written log any information that
could identify the caller. After 10 pm
the calls are switched automatically
to the new Crimestoppers Call
Bureau located in Surrey giving the
charity 24/7 coverage. Already
information received this year has
assisted locally in the detection of
crimes including assault, drugs and
wanted person enquiries. Nationally
on average 18 people a day are
arrested and charged with the
help of information passed to
Crimestoppers, one person being
charged with murder every 6 days.

Crimestoppers is there for all sorts
of criminal activity. If there is anyone
or anything in your area that doesn’t
quite add up to the point that
arouses your suspicion, don't keep
it to yourself — call Crimestoppers
on 0800 555 111. Please remember
that Crimestoppers is not an
emergency service and if you see a
crime taking place you should ring
999 to report it immediately.
